The main idea of Safety Training Program is increasing of global level of chemical safety and distribution the best of practice of chemicals enterprises. Training covers such areas as: process safety management (PSM), environmental protection, HAZOP analysis, legislative measures and interaction between industry, universities, government and the public, emergency planning and model studies, Responsible Care and its relevance to developing countries, integrated approaches for health, safety and environment (HSE) at unit and company levels, and training of university teaching staff, ISO 9000 and 14000 series certification and practices, Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS).

Fellows from Argentina, Bulgaria, China, Egypt, India, Indonesia, Kenya, Mexico, Nigeria, Poland, Romania, Vietnam, Thailand, Turkey, and Uruguay have received training at Company Associate sites in the USA, Western Europe, and the Pacific Rim. The period of training is typically one to three weeks. Fellows receive a Certificate confirming the successful completion of their training.
